A typical miner may be receiving various types of safety training in an

on-going effort at safety and health education. In addition to the intensive short-term training a new miner receives, he is also receiving long term

training in the form of annual refresher meetings,  all-plant meetings, tail-gate meetings. In addition, he could be receiving hazard training and new task training as his job changes during the year.

Each miners workbook in Employee records contains the forms for all these various Types of training. The five levels of training above are each discussed in other parts of the program, and the methods of evaluation and documentation accompany those discussions.

Our record keeping within this program can automatically generate and print out up-to-date certificates that can be signed, filed in our paper files, and copies given to each individual for his records.

A Paper Program

Construct a paper program by printing out the pages that you need, and keeping them in a binder at the specific locations where  they are used. It will sometimes be useful to be able to consult this paper program on your jobsite. You should include the MSHA Paper Program at the back of the binder, as some MSHA inspectors will not feel comfortable viewing the plan from your computer.

Including the MSHA paper plan also makes clear the point that the SafeForge Program begins with the MSHA Plan and develops a fast and efficient record-keeping system for it.
